


2. HATE SYMBOLS



SS bolts are a common white supremacist symbol derived from the Nazi-era symbol for the
Schutzstaffel (SS), whose members ranged from Gestapo agents to Waffen ss soldiers to
concentration camp guards.



311 is a number used by Ku Klux Klan members to refer to the Klan. The eleventh letter of the
alphabet is the letter "K"; thus 3 times 11 equals "KKK," i.e., Ku Klux Klan.

THE IRON CROSS

The Iron Cross, a famous German military medal, became a common white supremacist symbol
after World War 11, though today it is used in many non-racist/extremist situations and cannot be
assumed to be used as a hate symbol without other contextual clues.

HANGMANS NOOSE

The Hangman's Noose, a symbol connected to lynching, is one of the most powerful visual
symbols directed primarily at African-Americans.
